Up to $10,000 

 

​
The Education & Awareness Grant Program furthers Prairie Action Foundation’s 
(PAF) vision of supporting solutions to violence and abuse by providing grants to 
community-based non-profit organizations for education and awareness to the 
broader community.   
Proposals that will be considered for funding are those which: 
●​ Increase the knowledge, understanding or awareness of violence and abuse, 

with a target audience in the community; 
 

●​ Actively involve the target audience in activities that will encourage an 
understanding of violence and abuse; 

 
●​ Develop educational tools that can be used to engage targeted audiences 

and/or broader community; 
 

●​ Promote awareness, discussion and strategic application of the research 
results from other PAF projects. 

 
Who/What We Fund? 
 
●​ Organizations that are registered charities with Canada Revenue Agency; 

 
●​ Organizations that are community-based; 

●​ Organizations that are located/provide services in one or all of Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta; 

Note: Prairie Action does NOT fund any organizations outside of Alberta, 
Saskatchewan, and Manitoba.   

●​ Organizations that have specific mandates for education/awareness 
pertaining to violence and abuse;    

●​ Requests for funding that re-purposes successful education and awareness 
campaigns developed by other organizations and used in other jurisdictions;  
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●​ Requests for funding where the education and awareness reach large 
numbers in the community or where the final product/program/results can be 
shared with other community-based organizations.  

 
We do not fund (not exhaustive): 

●​ Capital or operational expenditures (ie: infrastructure, staff training, existing 
programs or training, sponsorships); 

●​ Educational or awareness projects where there is no ability to share the 
results/experiences with broader community; 

●​ Projects with no clearly defined target audience (ie: general education & 
awareness projects); and, 

●​ Projects that duplicate existing education and awareness efforts with no 
added value.  
 

How much can I request? 

●​ Applicants can request up to $10,000 in grant funding; and, 

●​ Budget items must be directly related to the costs of carrying out the 
proposed project;
